Course Desption:

Introduction to advanced concepts and algorithms in data science and their applications. Topics may include
deep learning, speech processing, language processing, data integration, information retrieval, and
information visualization. May be repeated for credit when topic varies.

Course Goals:

With the growing availability of large amounts of data, there is a growing importance of protecting data from
illegitime use and invasion of privacy. This course will address different approaches to data protection,
including access control mechanisms, encryption, data integrity, regulations, ethics, tabular and other
statistical data sets.
