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Instructions for Installing Java in your Home Computer 
1. On the CD-ROM that comes with the class’s book, open the next file:
E:\Java 2 SDK\j2sdk-1_4_1_02-windows-i586.exe
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Note 1: “E:\” is the letter for the CD-ROM drive and it may change in your computer.
Note 2: The mentioned file is for Windows computers. If you do not have Windows, follow the instructions on the other file that says “Java’s Website Installation.”

2. Follow the installation instructions that will appear on your screen. At the end of this step you should have completed the installation of the Java Developer Kit (JDK) 1.4.1.02
3. You now have set up your computer so that it is able to understand Java files, but you still need another program to create, edit, and run Java programs. For this class, we will use BlueJ, which you can download at (you can choose either “Open” or “Save” on the pop-up window that will appear, the file is 2.6 MB):

4. If you chose “Save”, open the downloaded file and follow the instructions to install BlueJ. If you chose “Open” the installation process should begin automatically.
5. After you have installed BlueJ, open it. The following screen should appear, click on the “Advanced” button.
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6. Click on the “Search drives for all Java versions…” button. After a while, you should see the 1.1.2_06 appear. Select it and click on “Launch BlueJ” button.
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7. You’re done! You can now begin to create and run Java programs on your computer.
